addressed in Chapter 12, PROTOCOL, ETIQUETTE AND 

FLAG CODE of the USPS
® 

Operations Manual: 

 

     ñ12.16  Anniversary burgee or flag. Squadrons 

     or districts which have attained their fiftieth or 

     seventy-fifth anniversaries may embellish their 

     burgee or flag with a border of gold or platinum, 

     respectively. The border consists of a band  

     (gold or platinum) measuring 1/24th of the hoist  

     in width and extending along the outer sides of  

     the burgee or flag, i.e., not on the hoist. The  

     band must not obscure any existing elements  

     of the design which then would constitute a  

     change in its heraldry. It is suggested that  

     FECom be contacted if such is the case. The  

     procedure for obtaining approval is the same  

     as the first steps of approval for ordinary  

     burgees or flags; however, the assistant chair  

     of FECom is authorized to approve such  

     changes.ò 

 

 Inasmuch as our own Squadron burgee may become 

so adorned in the relatively near future, it struck me that 

now would seem an appropriate time to acquaint (or 

remind) our members as to the background, design 

criteria, heraldry, approval process, and protocol that had 

surrounded the design, adoption and ultimate approvals 

as required and obtained, before our squadron and 

members were allowed to produce, depict and fly our 

current burgee, most of which I dare say, is likewise 

unknown to the vast majority of our current membership. 

 Accordingly, this will be the first of several columns to 

hopefully appear in future issues of this newsletter to  

address those several components 

 The Background:  Having been originally chartered in 

1963, as a unit of the United States Power Squadrons
®
, 

our squadron was initially named and, for more than thirty 

(30) years known as, the ñCongaree Power Squadron.ò  

Since that formation, our Columbia squadron had 

earnestly sought to maintain an active presence in the 

Midlands of South Carolina, but had remained largely 

unknown and, by the mid-1980s, was confronted with a 

dwindling membership.  By way of example, at the time 

that I was installed as Squadron Commander, in March 

1987 (at that time, both D/26 & its squadrons held their 

respective Changes of Watch in the Spring), our numbers 

had dropped to only fifty-eight (58) members.   

     Fortunately, a number of local initiatives undertaken 

during that pivotal period, and since, have withstood the 

test of time and continue to contribute to our squadronôs 

continued growth and success. One such follow-on 

initiative  was  finalized  on  May   21, 1994     when     the

“Looking Back”

 This is the second of several articles to be written and 

published in our monthly squadron newsletter, to better 

acquaint the great majority of our members with many of 

the significant moments and noteworthy events that have 

occurred over the history of our Squadron. As promised 

in my first article, that appeared in the March 2009 issue, 

and to our mutual benefit, this column will be written on 

both on an irregular and infrequent basis é..GRIN! 

 Upon a review of my own files, I am embarrassed to 

say that this article had been started by me in December 

2009 but, for a number of reasons, is only now being 

completed in hopes of its inclusion in our December 2011 

Issue.  As earlier stated in that March 2009 Log Jam: 

  

     ñAs an example, I dare say that most of our  

     current membership are unaware that the  

     original Charter, granted to our squadron by  

     the United States Power Squadrons® in  

     November 1963, was issued under the name  

     of the óCongaree Power Squadronô and that  

     we had operated here in the Columbia, SC  

     area under that name for MORE THAN 30  

     YEARS. It was not until May 1994 that the   

     name was changed to ñLake Murray Power  

     Squadron,ô such that we are rapidly approach- 

     ing our 15tth year of operation and public  

     recognition there under.ò 

  

 Now, a full two years later, it is important to take note 

of the fact that our Squadron reached its 48th anniversary,  

just last month; and that in just two years hence, on 

November 11, 2013, our Squadron will have attained its 

50th year, our Golden Anniversary, on a day that most 

appropriately will coincide with Veteranôs Day.  We 

should begin now to plan an appropriate and memorable 

celebration at the local level, here in the Midlands of our 

State, to recognize and honor this most significant 

Squadron milestone.  Our own well-publized event could 

likewise serve as a meaningful prelude to the nationwide 

Centennial celebration of our parent organization, the 

United States Power Squadrons® to follow the very next 

year, in 2014, to properly recognize and honor its 100th 

year of existence and service to our Country.  

 USPS®, not unlike the military services of this country, 

takes pride in preserving and maintaining a number of 

customs, protocols and traditions.  Once such custom 

provides for an appropriate pronouncement and 

recognition to be given to a squadron or district upon 

reaching its  50th  and 75th Anniversaries.   As   specifically

This is not an 

easy task, nor a cheap one; it is one that will take us years to accomplish and a lot of member man hours.ò 

 In closing, Charlie reminisced about his recruitment by LMPS member Alison Rosenberg and being asked by his wife 

after that first dinner meeting if he knew what they had gotten into. ñI said no, but if they boat and party like their meet-

ings it should be fun. Well, it has been fun, as well as educational. Henry Ford once said that, óComing together is a be-

ginning. Keeping together is progress. Working together is success.ôò 

 Before swearing in Lake Murrayôs new commander, D/26 Administrative Offi-

cer Paula LeMond delivered brief remarks on behalf of D/26 Commander Bob 

Boal. She had three points to emphasize.  The first point dealt with several edu-

cational items: recognition of the strong educational achievements that had been 

made this year in the district; the new boat operator certification program that is 

underway in the district and throughout USPS; and the importance of operations 

training at a time when more short-time members are being asked to assume 

leadership positions. 

 The second point that Paula relayed on behalf of the district commander, was 

the concern over membership. She noted that while the district added 200 new 

members during the year that 265 members failed to renew, resulting in an overall decline that could not be compen-

sated by the growth of the Hilton Head and Long Bay squadrons. ñRetention is the key issue ï it has always been an 

issue and will continue to be the problem that we must solve,ò she said. 

 The third point that the district commander wanted the squadron to know about is how USPS is working to exploit 

social media as a means of recruitment. He asked Paula to encourage the squadron to review how this tool might help in 

its recruitment and retention efforts as the organization as a whole must look to 

appeal to a new generation of boaters. 

 In other business during an evening that concluded with an After Change of 

Watch party at Flotilla, new member certificates were presented, while P/D/C Eric 

Pearson was presented the D/26 Order of the Mariner and Jon May received his 

Certificate of Educational Proficiency. Before adjourning to Flotilla, Charlie an-

nounced that $515 had been donated during the evening to benefit Harvest Hope 

Food Bank. 

 Continuing the celebration to welcome the squadronôs new bridge year, sev-

eral members stayed aboard their boats Friday evening and enjoyed breakfast 

cooked by the commander.  It was a beautiful weekend for boating and during 

halftime of the Carolina football game, which several members were watching on a TV setup under one of the picnic 

shelters, the new commander lead the first cruise of his watch year.

squadron name was changed to ñLake Murray Power 

Squadron.ò   

 Among the purposes and goals underlying such name- 

change were the primary intentions to better reflect the 

primary boating area of our members, and to provide 

greater name recognition and association among 

recreational boaters within our area of operations.    

     Likewise, by the mid-1980s, the squadron initial 

burgee was found to have been largely in disuse for some 

time.  Among the reasons then voiced were the following 

facts: the last purchase order, made several years before,  

had produced a burgee in non-conformity ñwith the 

original design,ò  there had then existed an exhaustion of 

inventory such that there with consequent need to seek a 

new manufacturer and obtain a quantity re-supply, 

together with a voiced dissatisfaction among many 

members for whom the initial design was both 

unattractive and confusing.  Some said the depicted 

Congaree River was more likened to a ñblue snake set 

among green grasses.ò   

     Thus, in the Spring of 1986, the Squadron Executive 

Committee sought to explore the membershipôs interest in 

achieving a new burgee design, and to identify the actions 

and approvals required to do so.  Following an open 

invitation for individual proposals and several months 

consideration, the design, as displayed on the cover of 

this squadron newsletter, was first adopted by the 

membership and executive committee during October 

1986; but the process took until May of the following year, 

before it was ultimately approved in accordance with the 

design criteria and procedure then mandated and set 

forth in paragraph 17.12 of the USPS
